MRS. MAUREEN (MARY ANNE) GREENAN, RIP (St. Mary’s): We continue to pray for Maureen and her family at this challenging time. The Requiem Mass is this Tuesday 24th March at 10am, and thereafter to the Clyde Crematorium.

THE SOLEMNITY OF THE ANNUNCIATION: This is not a holyday of obligation but is clearly a major event in the history of salvation. To be able to celebrate the Solemnity with due honour, Mass this Wednesday, 25th March, will therefore be at 10am, not 8am. I encourage everyone to come along and honour the Mother of God and Her newly conceived Son.

CHRISM MASS: St. Margaret’s Cathedral, Ayr, at 7pm on Tuesday 31st March. A list is available at the back of the church for anyone wishing to go. Due to the high cost of the bus hire (£320), I ask parishioners wishing to attend to contribute £10 per person towards the cost. The bus can take 18 people, so first come, first served.

SCHOOL MASS: The next Mass in St. Mary’s Primary school will be on Monday, 30th March, Monday of Holy Week, at 9.10am. Parishioners who wish to attend may gather from 8.50am, not before, at the entrance to Largs Academy, waiting until a member of staff invites you in and escorts you to the hall where Mass is due to take place.

LENTEN PENITENTIAL SERVICE (St. Mary’s) will be on Thursday 26th March at 2pm in St. Mary’s Church, with four priests. I will also hear extra confessions on Monday 30th March and Wednesday 1st April from 7-8pm especially for workers. There will also be exposition of the Blessed Sacrament to help those who wish to spend more time in prayer to prepare for the celebration of the Paschal Mystery during the Triduum. I encourage wide participation in the Sacrament of Reconciliation and in prayerful adoration of the Eucharist!
