LITURGY THESE NEXT TWO WEEKS: With the exception of Wednesday 29th April, the Feast of St. Catherine of Siena, the weekday Gospel readings these next two weeks start to take us through the very deep and sublime words of Jesus in St. John’s Gospel. After a few excerpts from chapter 10 (the Good Shepherd), we are led through the beautiful words of Jesus at the last Supper, as recorded in chapters 13-17 of St. John. Although pronounced before His passion, the teaching and prayer of Jesus in these chapters seem to come as if from the Risen Christ. One central theme of them is the obvious longing in Jesus’ Heart that we all be one in Him and, through Him, with the Father and one another. They come across almost as love poems or even songs. If we dwell on them with open heart and mind, we absorb the very sentiments and thoughts of God.
