LITURGY THIS WEEK: We return to what is called “ordinary time” this week. In reality, it is actually “Pentecost-tide”, which lasts right up until Advent. Thus, throughout this tide we are continually enriched and led by the Spirit both to worship God and to witness to the Gospel of eternal life. The green colour of ordinary time represents the fertile green of nature but as the effect of the working of the Spirit in us. He seeks to make us bear rich and abundant fruit for the Father, that is, to make us holy. And we see this in the lives of the saints we commemorate this week, chiefly Our Lady, but also in different and wonderful ways in the lives of St. Philip Neri, St. Augustine of Canterbury and Pope St. Paul VI. Let’s seek the powerful intercession of these saints as the week proceeds so that we may reach out for the grace of God and pursue holiness of life.
